Minsk. Today a working meeting was held between President of Byelorussia Alexander Lukashenko and President of RussNeft Mikhail Gutseriev.

The parties discussed the matters of mutually beneficial cooperation between Byelorussia and the holding company and specified future trends in the operation of Russneft in the country. The head of the state and the leader of the oil holding company pointed out that they were satisfied with the results of the operation of Slavneftekhim ZAO, a subsidiary of RussNeft registered in Byelorussia, and noted that the cooperation between the parties was favourable for the progress in fuel and energy integration of the two countries.

Slavneftekhim is a subsidiary of RussNeft representing its interests in the Republic of Byelorussia basing on the agreement between state-run concern Belneftekhim and RussNeft. Slavneftekhim is mostly engaged in crude oil refining and supplying consumers in Byelorussia with petroleum products. Moreover, the company delivers hydrocarbon feed to petrochemical enterprises of the country and exports petroleum products to CIS, Eastern Europe and Baltic States.     
During the time of its operation at the local market Slavneftekhim has delivered and processed more than 1 million tons of crude at big petrochemical plants of Byelorussia.  The petroleum products yielded are exported and delivered to the local markets of the Republic of Byelorussia in compliance with the protocol subject to monthly approval by Belneftekhim and Byelorussian Economics Ministry.

In 2005 Oil Company RussNeft OAO delivered more than 1.5 million tons of crude oil to Byelorussia refineries which is twice as much as the showing of the previous year. Furthermore, in the fourth quarter RussNeft started regular deliveries of crude oil to the Republic of Byelorussia via its oil loading terminal in the Bryansk region.
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NK RussNeft OAO is a vertically integrated oil holding company found among the ten first-rate oil and gas companies of this country.

RussNeft structures 30 producing enterprises, including 3 oil refineries and 2 transport companies, an up-to-date retail network of 300 gas-filling stations. The entities of the company are located in 17 regions of Russia and CIS.

RussNeft operates in Western Siberia, Tomsk, Novosibirsk, Ulyanovsk, Penza, Samara, Bryansk, Leningrad, Vologda, Smolensk, Saratov and Orenburg regions, Krasnodarsky krai, Republics of Udmurtia, Komi and Belarus.  The company’s head office is found in Moscow.

The total recoverable reserves of RussNeft exceed 630 million tons. The annual oil output has reached 17 million tons.

The size of the company’s staff is more than 17 thousand employees.

In all the areas of its operation the company participates in large-scale social and charitable programs in the context of cooperation agreements with administrations of constituent entities of the Federation.
